2026 LEAGUE TOURNAMENT RULES
(revised 1/24/25)

League rules apply to the tournament with the following modifications:
1. There will be a coin flip to determine the home team.

2. Time limit: No new inning will begin after 1 hour and 10 minutes unless the game is tied.
The tie breaker rule (USA 5.11) will then apply.

3. Run Rule: 15 runs after 3 innings, 12 runs after 4 innings, and 8 runs after 5 innings
4. Pitching: There is no limit to the number of innings a pitcher may pitch.

5. Courtesy runner for catchers/pitchers will be the last out, unless the last out is coming up to bat
then it will be the last batter crossing the plate.

10U & 12U:

Gold Division ONLY: No maximum runs per half inning. The defense must get three (3) outs.
Silver, Bronze, Platinum Divisions: 5 run limit per inning.

Umpire rule interpretation protests will be settled during the game and the game clock will stop. The rule
book will come out on the field, if needed, to ensure the proper rule application is applied. Player eligibility
protest must be made before the game ends and settled after the game. Eligibility protests must be taken up
with the Tournament Director or League Director.
